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Dear Parents and Carers
As you are aware by now, the construction of our new school is well underway and we wanted to write and tell you a little more about the company doing the work for us and to keep you updated on progress.  

Mansell Construction Services has been in operation for over 100 years and is part of the Balfour Beatty Group.  The company has a network of 20 offices throughout the UK, employing more than 2,100 people.

The South East Business Unit, currently carrying out the work at Foxfield, has a wide client base, with a particular focus on education.  They have a well deserved reputation for excellence in this sector because they complete jobs on time and to a high standard. while the school remains open and this is one of the main reasons we chose them for our rebuild.  In order to ensure minimum disruption to school life, careful planning, programming and regular consultation with the school takes place.

Mansell won the Health and Safety (Major Contractor) Category at the Construction News Quality Awards in 2010.  These awards are presented to companies who demonstrate their commitment to protecting the health and wellbeing of those affected by their operations.

A comprehensive Waste Management Plan is in place on every project.  Their target is to send only 10% of construction waste to landfill and they are well on the way to achieving this.

Phase 1 of the project has its access on Burrage Road and all the vehicles are controlled by a person opening and closing the gate who ensures pedestrians are able to pass safely.

The site compound has been fully secured by timber hoarding to stop any children being able to gain access from the school and there are weekly meeting between the site management and myself to discuss the forthcoming work and make sure it has as little impact on your children’s learning as possible.

All operatives that work on the site have a strict induction prior to starting work where they are informed about the “site rules” and are expressly forbidden to enter the school. When works need to be carried out in the school a “permit to work” will be issued for them by me.

Mansell carried out a Health and Safety assembly yesterday with Key Stage 2, where the children were informed of the dangers of building sites and how their education will improve by the construction of their brand new school.  

Children in years three to six will have an opportunity to visit the site next week to learn about how large buildings are constructed, the different jobs people do on site and to see for themselves how the work is going.  

We anticipate that these visits will happen throughout the year so that we take full advantage of the extra learning opportunities our rebuild gives us.

So far the site huts for the builders to use have been positioned and the lower part of the site is being cleared ready to construct the steel frame that will form the skeleton of the building.  Our school website has pictures that show how the building site looks at present.  This will give you opportunities to look at what is happening with your children and discuss some of the potential dangers the builders could face on the site.
